Professor Julia King will be in Brussels to outline her findings and
recommendations, with responses from leading experts from the
European Commission and industry groups and Professor Jean-
Pascal van Ypersele, Vice-chair of Working Group II of the
International Panel on Climate Change. This event provides a
unique opportunity to bring this key debate to a European
audience.

The King Review has just published its final report on the potential for CO;
reductions from cars. Launched by the UK Treasury in 2007, to examine
vehicle and fuel technologies, the review has been led by Professor Julia
King, Vice-Chancellor of Aston University located in Birmingham in the
West Midlands, working with Lord Nicolas Stern.

In 2000, cars accounted for 7% of global carbon dioxide emissions, a
proportion that under a business-as-usual scenario would double by 2050.
Controlling this potential rise in vehicle emissions is a key issue for Europe
in its efforts to tackle climate change.

Professor King’s recommendations carry a positive message that major
reductions of CO, emissions are possible — but can only be implemented
through working together to gain a European and an international
consensus.

The seminar will be followed by a networking reception showcasing
Birmingham Science City and cutting-edge research from some of the
West Midlands’ universities (Aston, Birmingham, and Warwick) on
hydrogen fuel cells, new vehicle technologies and the European Bioenergy
Research Institute.
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
